e |n order to complete assignmentsin this course, you will be required to access the Apliawebsite at
http://econ.aplia.com . Please register on the website within the first week of classes.

e All assignmentswill be due a 11:45 PM on the due date. All assignments are due on Monday nights. Late
assignments cannot be accepted by Aplia. Please note that many of the assignments have multiple parts to them,
al of which must be completed by the time noted.

e Course material dealing with a particular assignment will typically be covered in class at least 10 days before the
assignment is due and assignments can be done at any time prior to the due date. In addition, only the best 5
assignments of the 6 that are to be completed will count towards your final mark. Given these factors, only
situations where someone can document illness or domestic affliction for an extended period (i.e. the entire 10
days prior to the assignment due date) would possibly warrant shifting the assignment weight to the final exam.
Furthermore, technical problems can be expected to sometimes occur with computer systems and internet
availability so it may be agood ideato not wait until the last minute to submit your assignment ? again, given that
one of the assignments will not count toward your final mark, technical problemswill typically not justify shifting
the assignment weight to the final exam.
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e Using Aplia, you will be able to complete practice problem sets prior to each assignment. In the practice problem
sets, you will get immediate feedback as to whether you have answered a question correctly and in many cases an
explanation if you have not. Y our results in the practice problem sets are not counted or reported to the instructor.
It is strongly recommended that you do the practice problems related to a particular assignment prior to completing
the assignments. Practice problems can be done at any time during the semester and can be repeated if desired.

Examinations:

e Examinationswill consist of multiple choice questions.

e The midterm examination will be held during lecture time and will cover Chapters 1-8.

e Thefinal examination will last two hours, will be scheduled by the Registrar and held in agymnasium. The final
examination will cover all course material but will be heavily weighted towards material that was not dealt with in
the midterm (i.e. >80% of the final will cover Chapters 10,11,13-17 and 21)

e A non-programmable calculator may be used in the examinations.

Assignments, tests and final exams are marked on a numerical (percentage) basis, then converted to letter grades. The
course grade is then calculated using the weights indicated above. As a guide to determining standing, these letter grade

equivalences will generally apply:

e A passing grade on any particular component of the course is not essential if the student isto pass the course as a
whole.
