Course Requirements

Midterm
There will be one midterm test, which will be held in a classroom. It is scheduled for October
26™. Note that this date could potentially change due to unforeseeable circumstances.

Make-up midterm examination and deferred midterm examination will not be given except in
cases of extreme personal emergencies, in which case the student MUST contact me ASAP to
make arrangements for a make up.

Students who are unable to write the midterm because of an illness, family emergency or
religious observance will have the midterm weight shifted to the final. It is strongly
recommended that students do not miss a midterm examination.

Assignments
There will be 6 assignments that are due by 4:30pm on the due date. You can submit the HW

assignment in class (at the end of class) or drop it in a box titled “Econ 341 Section 02” in the
main office (SS 454). Note that the office is closed for lunch.

The following information must be on the HW assignment for it to be processed:

I do not accept any late work!! NO EXCEPTIONS!! You will be given more than enough
time to complete the work. At the end of the term I will drop one assignment. Hence, if you turn
in 5 or 6 out of 6 you will receive full marks.
